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Pedestrians' crossing should be performed on a piano with capabilities of sending out MIDI
information. This information will be processed by a MAX program which would control any sampler or
synthesizer with piano sounds and low  electric bass-like sounds.

  The result of the program is not notated in the score since it is not absolutely predictable. Thus the
performer should play his/her part and ignore the sounds coming out of the synthesizer.

  In general the synthesizer picks up on chords taken from the live performance,  sustains the low note,
and repeats the chord an unspecified number of times.

The program runs on a Macintosh computer and is available from the composer.
